Our	course-based	Master	of	
Sustainable	Forest	Management	
(MSFM)	is	designed	for	graduates	of	
science-based	bachelor’s	programs	
and	provides	advanced	study	in	
natural	resource	stewardship.		

It	is	a	one-year	program	at	the	
University	of	British	Columbia,	
Vancouver	Campus.	It	begins	in	
August	with	2	weeks	of	classes	and	
field	work	at	one	of	our	research	
forests.
